Couples/Anniversary Dance:  If you are not familiar with this dance, here is a brief description:  The Couples/Annivesary Dance is a “special” way to honor all married couples and gives them a chance to relive that special day when they were married with a special dance.  All married couples start the song off on the dance floor.  After a few moments, the emcees begins recognizing all couples that have been married less than 1 day, 1 month, 1 year, 5 years, etc… and these couples leave the dance floor until only one couple is left on the dance floor as the longest married couple.  This final couple will receive applause and sometimes the bride/groom may wish to give that couple a special gift (optional).

Each participating guest is allowed a specified amount of time to dance with the Bride/Groom, while the music is playing, which will keep the lines flowing smoothly.
